             He makes fun of himself, doesn’t think highly of girls, and a bit crazy.


Paris-Noin (from Kamikaze Kaitou Jeanne)-he is the emperor’s nephew-

              He is a person who likes Juliet. He also has a lot of status and power.


Montague-Goku (from Dragonball Z)-he is the lord of a small country-

             Montague is a father who is calm, and care about his son.


Lady Montague-ChiChi (from Dragonball Z)-wife of Montague-
               She is very protective to her son.


Romeo-Samon (from Appare Jipangu)-son of Montague-

               He is lovesick, and he stick to one love at a time, will be in love with Juliet.


Benvolio-Chichiri (from Fushigi Yuugi)-General in the Montague city, also cousin of Romeo-

               He is honest, trustworthy, and peaceful.


Abram-Naruto (from Naruto)-servant of Montague-

               He likes to mess up stuff and starting fights.


Balthasar-Miroku (from Inu-Yasha)-Page of Romeo-

               He is loyal to Romeo.


Capulet-Vegeta (from Dragonball Z)-lord of the other small country-

               He is hot-tempered, competitive, and believes he is always right, (dictatorship in other words).


Lady Capulet-Bulma (from Dragonball Z)-She is the wife of Capulet-

               She is flashy, and hot, and there is age difference between her and her husband, and not very close relationship with her child and her husband.


Juliet-Marron (from Kamikaze Kaitou Jeanne)-daughter of Capulet-             

               She has her own ideas, and was a good child, and she had become independent afterwards.


Cousin Capulet-Yamcha (from Dragonball Z)-cousin of Capulet-

               He is a person we don’t really know well.


Tybalt-Sora (from .hack//SIGN) –general in capulet city, while also cousin to Juliet-

Nurse-Mr. Popo (from Dragonball Z)-Nanny of Juliet-

            She is very protective of Juliet, and fat.


Peter-Jacken (from Inu-Yasha) -servant of capulet-

             He is loyal, and hates the other side (Montague’s)-anyone is fine, not much ideas specifically on it.


Sampson-Sesshomaru (from Inu-Yasha)-servant of Capulet-

             Any person is fine, also not much things talked about it.


Gregory-Shippou (from Inu-Yasha)-servant of Capulet-

             Anyone is fine as well, not many detail need within.


Friar Lawrence-Miyoga (from Inu-Yasha) -Imperial doctor-

             He knows a lot of stuff, medicine, and he is kind of weak, afraid of getting in to trouble.


Friar John-Oolong (from Dragonball Z) -Doctor-

              He is slow, and easy to be scared.


Apothecary-Kain (from Count Kain)-Apothecary-

              He possesses a lot poison, and great knowledge about the poison.


Watchman-Gohan (from Dragonball Z) -watchman-

              Anyone is also fine, due to not enough information is known about this watchman.

Sample of the thirty shots of the Screenplay:

Shot1 – Friar saying speech facing the dark.

  Friar Lawrence 

            “Who is it?”

  Cameras are at the front. Focusing on the background while Friar is in the middle.

Shot 2 – Balthasar replying to Friar’s question.

  Balthasar

              “Romeo.”

  Cameras are shooting from the side.

Shot 3 – Friar with another question. 

 Looking bit worried, step up to Balthasar. 

   Friar Lawrence 

        “How long hath he been there?”

Cameras are shooting from the view point of Balthasar. Focusing on the face of Friar.

Shot 4 – Replying

  Balthasar 

“Full half an hour.”

Cameras are shooting from the back, no Friar Lawrence included, but the cemetery as background.

Shot5 – Asking to come

Hand moving toward to point at the vault.  

  Friar Lawrence 

“Go with me to the vault”. 

 Cameras are shooting from the side, with the sideways of Balthasar and Friar Lawrence.

Shot 6 – refuse

  Balthasar
 
“I dare not sir. My master knows not but I am gone hence, and Fearfully did menace me with death if I did stay to look on his intents.”  

Cameras are shooting from behind Friar Lawrence, and facing Balthasar.

Shot 7:  Friar 

“Stay then, I’ll go alone. Fear comes upon me. O, much I fear some ill unthrifty thing.”

 Cameras are facing Balthasar.

Shot 8:  Balthasar 

“As I did sleep under this yew tree here, I dreamt my master and another fought, and that my master slem him.”

  Cameras are shooting his back.

Shot 9:  Cameras doesn’t move, sees Balthasar retire and sees Friar Lawrence sort of running and screaming out:  “ROMEO!”   And runs into the tomb.

Shot 10:  Friar Lawrence stops and look down at the weapons on the floor.  Cameras are shooting at the viewpoint of Friar Lawrence.

Shot 11:  Friar Lawrence 
“Alack, alack, what blood is this which stains the stony entrance of this sepulcher? What mean these masterless and gory swords to lie discolour’d by this place of peace?”

Cameras are on Friar Lawrence, from the bottom, with Friar Lawrence looking downward.

Shot 12:  Friar Lawrence enters tomb.  Camera shooting his feet, and the blood poodle, can hear splashing and dripping of blood.

Shot 13:  Friar Lawrence sees Romeo dead, Friar Lawrence says “Romeo, oh pale?”  Cameras are shooting at Romeo’s body.

Shot 14:  Friar Lawrence has this shocking face, cameras are shooting at Friar Lawrence’s face, Friar Lawrence says, “who else?”

Shot 15:  Cameras are shooting at Paris’s dead body.  Friar Lawrence says, “what, Paris too?”

Shot 16:  Cameras are shooting at Friar Lawrence’s shocking face.

Shot 17:  Friar Lawrence says speech 

Friar Lawrence

“And steep’d in blood? Ah, what an unkind hour is guilty of this lamentable chance!”
Sounds are coming from the background.

Shot 18 – Juliet wakes up.  

Camera are shooting on Juliet, Juliet’s eyes slowly opens; she blinks a bit, opens eyes, close it, opens it again, and then Juliet tries to get up.

Shot 19:  Cameras are shooting on Juliet from where Friar Lawrence is standing, which is beside the place where Juliet lays.  Make the camera concentrate on Juliet, back ground be blurry.  Juliet rises, and hears Friar Lawrence saying “the lady stirs.”

Shot 20:  Juliet sits up

 Juliet
“O comfortable friar, where is my lord?”  

Cameras are shooting from the side face of Juliet, in a forty-five degree angle.

Shot 21 - Hears noise from the entrance of the tomb.  

Friar Lawrence and Juliet both looked at the entrance. 

Camera is shooting at both of their side face. Juliet is on the left, Friar Lawrence on the right.

Shot 22 - Friar Lawrence says speech 

Friar Lawrence

“I hear some noise, lady. Come, come away. Stay not to question, for the Watch is coming. Come go, good Juliet, I dare no longer stay.”

Cameras are shooting directly at Friar Lawrence’s face, with rotting corpse at the background.

Shot 23 – Friar running.

  Friar Lawrence runs out of the entrance.  

Cameras are shooting at the back head of Juliet, the stair, and sees Friar Lawrence running out.

Shot 24 - Juliet says speech 

Juliet 


“Go get thee hence, for I will not away. What’s here? A cup clos’d in my true love’s hand? Poison I see hath been his timeless end. O Churl, drunk all, and left no friendly drop to help me after? I will kiss thy lips, haply some poison yet doth hang on them, to make me die with a restorative.”

Cameras are shooting from the pole, moving in a circle around Juliet, as center, and then stop.

Shot 25 - People are coming to the graveyard.  

Cameras’ shooting at the dark forest, hear rustling, people carrying torches, and is coming to the tomb.  Hears someone else in the group saying, “hurry”

Shot 26 - Hears the captain of the watch talking.

 Cameras are shooting the close ups of the captain of watch, and can see some person right behind the captain.  Hears the captain talk, “lead, boy, which way?”

Shot 27 - Juliet looks up 

Juliet looks up a bit, head tilted, hears noise coming from the back, getting closer to her.  Juliet speaks, “yea, noise?  Then I’ll be brief, o happy dagger.”  Juliet reaches hand out to take dagger from Romeo.

Shot 28 - Juliet stabs herself.  

Cameras are shooting in a way that you can see Romeo’s arm, not the body.  Juliet is kneeling down beside Romeo’s hand.  Juliet says:  “this is they sheath”, stabs herself, to the heart, little moan, “There rust, and let me die”

Shot 29 - Juliet falls.

    She falls backwards, falls the first couple degrees very slowly, and then when past forty-five degrees angle, falls down faster.  Cameras don’t move until Juliet stabs, and everything else, and after she falls forward.  Stay for around two to three seconds after Juliet is out of the screen.  Cut to next.

Shot 30 - Ending Scene.  

The body of Romeo and Juliet and crossed forming a “X” shape.  Juliet’s body is a bit curled on top of Romeo.  Both of her hands are on dagger.  Romeo is laying facing up.  Eyes are half closed.  Left arm stretched out.  Bottle that contains poison is ten centimeters away (still rolling) from the arm of Romeo.  Sees the bloods are dripping from the hand, the floor is sort of covered with blood, flowing downward, little bit blood on Romeo’s mouth.  Cameras are shooting the scene while moving around body, and then moves so that picture can be shot from the top, to the ground, and then fading away into the darkness.
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
