People
John A MacDonald- John A. Macdonald was Canada's first prime minister, and was knighted for his efforts in bringing about Confederation. He really wanted a strong centro,His role in creating Canada, and the realization of his dream to build a transcontinental railway.

Wilfred Laurier- was the prime minister after John A Macdonald, a French Canadian, is on 5 dollar bill

Louis Riel- born in 1844, literate + well educated lawyer, an excellent orator.  Leader and protector of the Metis.  Created provisional government maintain order, and to negotiate an agreement stating land around Red River can go into confederation as Montreal, wanted to make sure Metis will not lose rights.  Banished from Canada for five years.  

Antoine Dorion- Second Prime Minister of Canada and first French Canadian to be Prime Minister. The man on the Five Dollar Bill.

Thomas Scott- arrested by Metis, follower of Schultz, most aggressive and hostile of Canadian Party.  During prison, made racist comments, and threaten to kill Riel.  Executed March 4 by firing squad of Riel’s Provisional government.  Was transformed into Protestant martyr who was cruelly murdered by Metis.

William Lyon Mackenzie- Scottish radical reformer, worked for elected parliament.  Was arguementive, disagree with other reformers, retired in 1859

Joseph Papineau- lawyer and seigneur, dislike colonial government.  Leader of radical reformer in Lower Canada, power public speaker.  Thinks Canada should be like US become democratic.  Brief return to politics but ignore, returned to wife, died at 1879

Lord Durham- aristocrat + reformer politician, was appointed government in Chief of Canadas.  Identified several problems [Oligarchy to much power, peace never achieve without democracy can be solved by uniting Canada, assimilation, an English majority government, English official language, Anglicization, French culture language disappear over time, elected assembly has real power-executive council chosen from elected members of House of Assembly

“Little Emperor”/George Simpson- Head of HBC, Scottish sugar broker.  Named HBC’s Northern Department in charge of all HBC operations in North America.  Travelled by canoe to different forts to restore and maintain order.  Called little emperor because of small stature and attitude suggest absolute power.  Married a 18 year-old wife, both racist and was eventually ignored by all.  Died in 1860.

Georges Etienne Cartier- lead most powerful political group of Canada east, parti bleu.  Wants to save Canadian government and united the colonies. He wrote the memos of the pacific scandal, made it seem as thought Macdonald was on Allan’s payroll

George Brown- Publisher of Toronto Globe, leader of clear grits of Canada West, defend English Canadian interest, and attack corruption in government.  Dislike Catholics and French, want to make province more democratic.  He agreed with representation by population.  Wants to unite the colonies and save Canadian government. Later allied with MacDonald and George Etienne to help unite Canada. 

War Hawks- Americans who want to invade Canada

Lord Selkirk- fifth earl of Selkirk.  Created farming lands in Red River Valley so Native Scotland farmers who suffered from the enclosure can come to BNA to farm.  Used relations with HBC to launch the Red River Colony project, given land in Rupert’s land, was called Selkirk’s Grant.

Amor de Cosmos- for time, held seats both provincial and federal legislature first premier who brought B.C. to confederation.  Born in Nova Scotia.  Played major role in bringing BC into confederation.  

Gabriel Dumont- Military officer of Metis rebellion, was 6 foot tall, later escape to US and shot coins people threw in the air with a rifle. Led the Metis Rebellion with Riel but he was the MILITARY leader.

David Thompson- possibly most skilled map maker in history, skilled in mathematics.  Apprentice at HBC, later quit and work for NWC.  Created map of northwest Canada.  Married Metis woman.  NWC ordered to find mouth of Columbia river but Americans beat him by 4 months.    



William Van Horne- built another railway before in American Midwest.  Intelligent + dedicated, injected high level of efficiency towards workers, completing railway in contracted period.  Over 500 miles of railway track were laid during 1882, and another 500 miles following year

Crowfoot- leader of Blackfoot nation, refused to join the rebellion.  Did not rebel because saw realistic side, knew change would happen, did not want to harm own people anymore.  

Big Bear- Cree, went to jail and died after release from broken heart. He fought alongside Poundmaker.

Pound Maker- leader of the Cree.  Orphanage, gained respect and popularity and became chief.  Fought in rebellion but later turned self in order to protect his own tribe.

Key Terms
Aboriginal: The native people

"Rep by pop": Representation by population.  The number of population in the government whom goes for or against determines the passings of legislatures.

Treason:  Betrayal of one's own country.  Punishment:  hanged.  For example, the rebellions were considered as treason.  When attempting to kill a government head, even if not succeed, still will be executed.

Proclamation of 1763: To get the land of the natives, have to sign treaties with the natives to get their land right while give them back something in return. Cannot take the native’s land by force.

Act of Union:  The act of uniting the upper and Lower Canada.

BNA Act:  British North America Act, 1867.  Canada became a country because the parliament of Britain passed an act, the British North America Act, making it a country.

Quebec Conference:  One of the conferences made by the father of confederation, one is held in London, one in Charlottetown, one in Quebec City.

Family Compact:  A group of rich and wealthy people, land speculators and they like the clergy and crown reserves and are totally against reform.

Patriotes:  One who loves, supports, and defends one's country.

Constitutional Act:  The act that divided Upper Canada from Lower Canada, and gave colony an elected law-making assembly, known as the Legislative Assembly, an appointed governor, and two appointed councils.  The government of Upper Canada has been established in 1791 by the Constitutional act.

Provisional Government:  A temporary government.

Veto:  To stop with authority.  The vested power or constitutional right of one branch or department of government to refuse approval of measures proposed by another department, especially the power of a chief executive to reject a bill passed by the legislature and thus prevent or delay its enactment into law.

Smallpox:  An acute, highly infectious, often fatal disease caused by a poxvirus and characterized by high fevers and aches with subsequent widespread eruption and pimple that blister, produce pus, and form pockmarks, also called variola.

Loyalists:  One who maintains loyalty to an established government, political party, or sovereign, especially during war or revolutionary change.  Not necessarily a party or in politics.

Cholera:  An acute infectious disease of the small intestine caused by the bacterium Vibrio Cholerae and characterized by profuse watery diarrhea, vomiting, muscle cramps, severe dehydration, and depletion of electrolytes.  Also called Asiatic Cholera.

Executive:  Executive council is the councils appointed by governor.  That had control over budgets and who goes where.

Martial Law:  Order maintained by troops.

Annexation:  Minority group joining the majority group.

Blockade:  The isolation of a nation, area, city, or harbor by hostile ships or forces in order to prevent the entrance and exit of traffic and commerce.

Tariff:  A list or system of duties imposed by a government on imported or exported goods.  A scheduled of prices or fees.  Was thrown out to protect businesses.  It is a tax invented by John A. MacDonald to protect the local business from being bankrupt by the American goods.  It is a tax collected on the boarder.

Responsible Government:  A government in which the executive council is responsible to the legislative assembly, whose members are representatives of the people.  It can be voted out if elected representatives fail to please a majority of the people who elected them.

Gum san:  Golden Mountain.  It is what Chinese people in china calls Canada, China was having a chaos at that time, so, everyone was starving, and people in China believed that by going to Canada, they can get free gold from a mountain of gold, if they send a son of theirs over to Canada, he can come back rich.  And they don't have to worry about starvation anymore once they have the money.

National Policy:  A- System of Protective Tariffs.  It is the Tax on United States Imports.  It is to encourage Canadian Industries.  It made United States goods more expensive than the local ones.  B- Western Settlement.  After the treaties, the government wants to establish and encourage the WHITE SETTLERS to settle in the west.  Millions of WHITE SETTLERS went over to the west from the east.  MacDonald and succeeding governments discouraged the development of manufacturing in the west so that western farmers could become captive market for the industrial east.  C- The CPR.  Construction of the CPR became the government's top priority.  It is a railroad that MacDonald always wanted to establish; the railroad would run from east to west, across the continent.  MacDonald did not pay for the Railroad but instead, he made a contract with the A guy named Van Horne, he is friend with American companies, so, MacDonald gave the company the deal of tax free status, for 25 years, and 25 million acres of land, for them to build the railway.  Also, the railway is monopoly (no other company would come and fight for that contract.)  The railway goes to the west, bring people over there, and on the way back to east, the train carries good and product that were made in the west.

Amnesty:  A general pardon granted by a government, especially for political offenses.

Libel:  A false publication, as in writing, print, signs, or pictures, that damages a person's reputation.

Legislative:  Have or relating to the enactment of laws.  Resulting from or decided by legislation.  Having the power to create laws; intended to legislate.  Have or relating to a legislature. 

Judicial:  Law. Have, relating to, or proper to courts of law or to the administration of justice: the judicial system.   Decreed by or proceeding from a court of justice: a judicial decision.  Belonging or appropriate to the office of a judge: in judicial robes. 

Metis List of Rights:  The Metis List of Rights is an important Canadian document.  It is what they want the Canadian Government to treat the Metis when they sign the treaty.  The document includes:  equality of different race. And the right to elect their own legislature, and legislatures have power to pass all laws local to the territory over the veto of the executive by a two-thirds vote.  All sheriffs, magistrates, constables, school commissioners, and so on, be elected. No act of dominion parliament (local to the territory) be binding on the people until sanctioned [approved] by the Legislature of the Territory. Free homestead and preemption land law, a portion of the public lands be appropriated for the benefit of schools, the building of bridges, roads, and public buildings. Guaranteed to connect Winnipeg by rail with the nearest line or railroad, with a term of five years; land grant to be subject to the local legislature.  And for the term of four years all military, civil, and municipal expenses be paid out of dominion funds.  Military be composed of the inhabitants now existing in the territory.  English and French be common in legislature and courts, and all public documents and acts of the legislature be published in both languages.  Judge of the Supreme Court speak the English and French languages.  Treaties be concluded and ratified between the Dominion Government and the several tribes of Indians in the Territory of ensure peace on the frontier.  Have a fair and full representation in the Canadian Parliament.  All privileges, customs and usages existing at the time of transfer be respected.

Head Tax:  The tax that were counting the number of “heads” to determine how much tax that they are going to charge them. (人頭稅)
Pacific Scandal:  The Pacific Scandal is the "conflict of interest" that happened to John A. MacDonald, he is receiving money from company and then promise a contract.  A lot of US Dollars goes to MacDonald and so that he can be reelected, and bribe to help in reelection.  And after it was discovered, MacDonald had to resign, it is the only result.

NWMP:  The North West Mountain Police.  Was created for getting rid of the Whisky traders out of the prairies.  They are called the Mountain Police because they rid horses, due to the fact that not much population were in the prairies, so, each town, is far from each other.  Using horses would be an easier transportation between goings to groups of native peoples.  And the northwest is because they are going to northwest to help out the aboriginals.  And their other job is to make friends with the Aboriginals, and convince them to sign the treaties.  Their short-term goals are to regain control of that land, and chase out the whisky traders, establish sovereignty (law and order).  Their long-term goal is to gain control of Northwest.

Fort William:  One of the biggest forts in HBC in Montreal.

York Boats:  They are big boats, that was used to transport goods in fur trade, and because it is too big, it is so clumsy and can’t get to the destination very fast, and it is better off traveling in lakes, and slow moving rivers.
Tory:  The Tories are properly used of the Irish bogtrotters who robbed and plundered during the English civil wars, professing to be in sympathy with the royal cause; hence transferred to those who sought to maintain the extreme prerogatives of the crown.  People whom are loyal to Britain, they like the old ways and don't want to change.  It is a party.

Manifest Destiny:  American's idea that Canada should be part of the United States, that is why the Americans attacked Canada in the first place.  (War of 1812.)

Fenians:  They are disbanded army and volunteers, and Irish Americans, and they are now preparing to fight Canada, and they hope to capture Canada with the amount of few.  

POGG:  Peace Order and Good Government.  It is the motto of the government of Canada.

Voyageurs:  A woodsman, boatman, or guide employed by a fur company to transport goods and supplies between remote stations in Canada or the U.S. Northwest.

Senate: A governing, advisory, or disciplinary body of some colleges and universities composed of faculty members and sometimes student representatives.

Land Speculators:  Those who buy property at a low price and sells it at a higher price without spending much of their own money.

“Conflict of Interest”:  It’s when someone who is working in the government, and taking bribes and make personal promises by using the power of the rank that person is in.  The only result of “conflict of Interest” is by resign.

4.  5 events that shaped Canadian history How? Why? When?
-in 1846, British government repealed the Corn Laws(laws which protect British agriculture)
-about 1846, mercantilism(an economic system based on colonialism.  The home country takes raw materials in from its colonies and manufactures good, which it sells for profits) defined the colony's economic relationship to the home country
-in 1837, rebellion in Upper Canada and later Durham reported back to London, so British decided the Act of Union to united Upper and Lower Canada
-in 1832, Papineau and other reformers in the Assembly submitted their "Ninety-two Resolutions" to the governor
-medicine and science improvements in 1870s
-railway and steamships also helped to build the infrastructure of Canada after 1830, so people can go on leisure travel
-in the mid-nineteenth century, every city and most small towns on Canada had one or more newspapers
-in 1849, Lord Elgin passed the Rebellion Losses Bill because of responsible government
-due to economic depression, twelve different governments decided to unite all parts of Canada and the confederation meetings began in 1864 in Charlottetown, Prince Edward Island
-HBC founded in 1670 and NWC founded in 1783, then later the two companies merged together in 1821
-between 1821-1860, settlers came and lived along Red River
-Canadian government received the title to Rupert's Land in November 1869
-Riel formed a party with Metis and made a list of Metis rights and MacDonald agreed, however, because Thomas Scott threatened the life of Riel, Scott was executed on March 4, later Riel got into trouble with Canadian government
-in 1872, MacDonald called election, but the Confederation had no money, so he asked Cartier to ask Hugh Allen and this was the Pacific Scandal
in 1876, MacDonald developed the National Policy and it contained "A System of Protective Tariffs", "Western Settlement", and "The CPR"
-CPR finished by the fall of 1885, five years ahead of its original schedule
